Shirt - White

Plain style, short or long sleeved,
buttoned to the collar with enough
material allowance to stay tucked into
the waistband and the collar must
hold a tie.

Blazer* - Black with KSCS/KSA Logo
Compulsory for all students. Must be
worn during the school day unless given
permission to remove by a member of
staff in lesson.

Trousers'- Black

Plain black trousers no shorter
than ankle height.

No leggings/ jeggins/ tight
trousers/ cropped trousers.
Belts should be black and large.
buckles are not permitted.

Jewellery

One pair of plain, round, metal stud
earrings allowed (to be worn one in each
ear or a single earring).

We do not accept any other forms of
body piercing- clear retainers are allowed.
One ring per hand (must be removed for
any practical based lessons).

One bracelet only is permitted. Necklace
should be tucked away and not visible.
Optional wrist watch. Smartwatches are
not allowed.

Shoes - Black

Traditional /formal style in leather or leather-type.

Boots are not permitted.

Heels must not exceed 5cm.

Skirt" - Black

Knee length traditional style skirt.

Skirts must be black, pleated and of an appropriate length; minimum 22 inches. They should be a
traditional style, in the main polyester or cotton (no leather/denim/extreme slits allowed). Skirts
must not be revealing or considered indecent. The school reserves the right to have the final say.

Hair

No extreme/un-natural hair colours or styles
are allowed, including tram lines or very short
cuts (anything less than a number 1 cut).

Make-up

Make-up must be discrete for Years 9-13

No make-up for Years 7 and 8.

Discrete nail varnish is permitted.

Nail extensions are not permitted due to health
and safety reasons.

Jumper/Cardigan® - Black

Optional plain black v-neck jumper/
cardigan (school logo is permitted but not
required).

Hooded tops are not acceptable.

Coat/ Accessories

A waterproof/winter coat (discrete logos acceptable).
No hoodies/ track-suit tops/ football/ sports tops/
tech fleeces/ leather or denim.

No hats/ scarves/ gloves allowed inside the school
building. Students will be allowed to wear these
outside during cold weather. Caps are not permitted.

Mobile Phones
Mobile phones should be switched off during the

school day and both phones and headphones
kept in school bag.

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Training Top* - Black with Logo

Plain black long sleeved training top
with school logo which can be worn
for both indoor and outdoor lessons
if preferred.

In cold weather (at the teachers
discretion) a plain black, long sleeved
training top will be permitted for
outdoor PE only, in place of the
school logo top.

Trainers

Sports trainers should be worn for all
indoor lessons.

Football boots will be required for
outdoor lessons- students will be
advised of their need for these by PE
Staff. For health and safety reasons
participation in field based sports will
not be permitted without the correct
footwear.

No trainers or socks should be worn
for Dance/Gymnastics lessons.

Jewellery and Hair

All jewellery must be taken off before

Students with long hair (shoulder
length or longer) must have their
hair tied back before the start of the
lesson.

Shorts - Black

Black shorts/black tracksuit bottoms/black
sports leggings are permitted for both PE
and Dance lessons.
