Shoes Guidance

Shoes - Black

Traditional /formal style in leather or leather-type.

Boots are not permitted.

Heels must not exceed 5cm.

No canvas/trainer style shoes will be accepted.

Tights/Socks should be black or white, plain, no patterns and not leggings. Leg
warmers are not permitted.




T-Shirt* - Black with Logo
Plain black t-shirt with school logo.

Compulsory for all students

Jewellery and Hair
All jewellery must be taken off before PE lessons.

Students with long hair (shoulder length or
longer) must have their hair tied back before the
start of the lesson.

Training Top* - Black with Logo

Plain black long sleeved training top with school
logo which can be worn for both indoor and
outdoor lessons if preferred.

In cold weather (at the teachers discretion) a
plain black, long sleeved training top will be
permitted for outdoor PE only, in place of the
school logo top.

Shorts - Black

Black shorts/black tracksuit bottoms/black sports
leggings are permitted for both PE and Dance
lessons.

Gym shorts (Nike pro etc) are permitted but should
be of an appropriate length and students are asked
to change/cover these before walking off-site. We
reserve the right to ask students to change shorts
should we deem them an inappropriate length.

Trainers
